Then you will know the truth, and the truth will set you free.” NIV)  We hope to provide an exciting time and atmosphere for reaching teens for Christ.  We also want to challenge and encourage teen believers in their personal daily walk with Christ and provide a great time of fellowship.  We ask for you to pray that God will prepare the hearts of the teens as we get ready for this event.  We hope to see you here and ask that your teens invite their friends and unsaved acquaintances for an opportunity to expose them to the Gospel of Christ.

The cost is $22.00 dollars per teen and $15.00 per leader.  This covers all activities, dinner Friday night, breakfast and lunch on Saturday.  It also covers the State Park entrance fee and the activity at Midway Speedway. 
Sleeping accommodations—The National Guard is providing 20-person tents on the church property.
